The application process for entry will
consist of the following components:

portfolio
+ supporting documentation

+ aZoom interview.

The QUT Online registration form will
allow you to upload your portfolio and
supporting documentation as either

a word or PDF file. These should be
uploaded as two separate files.

Portfolio requirements

Your portfolio should consist of 10
digital images in a PDF or PowerPoint
(pptx) file (maximum 10MB) that best
demonstrate your current art
achievements, working processes,
commitment, and potential. Please use
the template included on the course
page as a guide in developing your

portfolio.
+ The cover slide should include your

name and QTAC application number
or current QUT student number (if
applicable).

+ Each image following the cover slide
of your portfolio must be placed on
a plain background with a caption
that includes the title, year it was
produced, medium, dimensions and/
or duration.

+ Any videos included in your portfolio
should be represented by a still
image with caption and a URL link to
the video on YouTube or Vimeo. The

video must be easily accessible online
for the selection panel.

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Supporting documentation

Your supporting documentation must
include the following:

+ your CV, of no more than two pages
outlining both formal and informal
learning and experiences in the field
of visual arts.

This supporting documentation should
be uploaded to your QUT Online
application form or submitted with your
international student application.

Zoom interview preparation

Interviews will be conducted via Zoom.
A Zoom meeting ID will be provided to
you by email once you have submitted
the QUT online registration form.

During the interview you will be asked
about the kinds of contemporary art
and artists that interest you as well as
your knowledge of contemporary art
practice in general. You should also be
prepared to discuss the reasons for your
interest in this course.

International students - please indicate
your preferred interview day in your
application. If you do not undertake
your interview you cannot be
considered for a place in the course.

Selection criteria

The selection panel considers your
ability to think creatively and explore
and develop ideas. The selection panel
also looks for evidence of versatility,
inventiveness and self-directed practice,
and your awareness of contemporary
art. We also look for applicants who
can demonstrate an awareness of the
unique features of our course and what
it offers them as an aspiring creative
practitioner.

Feedback

Due to the large number of applications
received, the selection panel is unable
to provide feedback to applicants.

Offers

For domestic students, all offers for the
course will be made through QTAC or
QUT Student Services and Wellbeing

if you are a current Bachelor of Fine
Arts undergraduate student. Offers will
be made on the basis of portfolio and
interview assessment.

For international students, all offers for
the course will be made through QUT
International Admissions. Offers will
be made on the basis of portfolio and
interview assessment and minimum
English language requirements.
