Test Procedure:
Test registration and admission card
· Test takers should register and pay no later than 15 September 2022. Any unpaid or incomplete applications beyond this date will be invalid.
· An email notification with the Test Admission Ticket contains test location and time will be sent approximately 1 week before the test. 
Test day
· On the date of the test, all the test takers should bring:
·  the printed Test Admission Tickets 
· a valid photo ID (driver's license or passport photo): the name on the admission ticket should be exactly matching with the name on your photo ID 
· 2B pencils and 
· an eraser
· Test takers might be refused to enter the test venue if the invigilators could not identify them by the photo ID
· Test takers will not be permitted to enter the test venue once the listening section of the test has commenced (entry may be permitted once that section is completed)
Test result
· Test takers could check the test results via the HSK registration website www.chinesetest.cn 30-40 days after the test date
· The hardcopy certificates may require 2 months to arrive. Test takers will be contacted once the certificates become available

Cancellation policy
To cancel the registration, applicants must apply in writing to: confucius.institute@qut.edu.au 
· If applicants cancel before the registration closing date, we will fully refund the test fees.
·  If you cancel after the registration closing date there is no refund.
The Confucius Institute at QUT may cancel the tests under certain circumstances, such as low registration numbers. If this happens, CIQ will advise test takers as soon as possible, and provide a full refund.
